RELIEF AID FOR  EARTHQUAKE VICTIMS 

 

2 Students Dead; Madame Samson Safe  
 

Two students in Haitian Ministries' education program in Port-au-Prince were killed in Tuesday's 

earthquake, according to Dominique Georges, the assistant director of Norwich Mission House in Haitiôs 

capital.  Dominique was able to reach the ministry's Connecticut office by telephone on Sunday for his report.  

Madame Samson, who operates a meal program for 60 children in her neighborhood, is safe and uninjured, as is 

her son Dr. Wilkens Gilbert, according to Dominique. Madame Samson started her program for poor children 

with funding from Haitian Ministries and has remained a partner for more than 15 years.  Dominique has 

worked at the Haitian Ministries' mission house for more than a decade, and he was one of three staff members 

who dug by hand for hours to free Jillian Thorp and Chuck Dietsch from the rubble of the collapsed mission 

house in the early morning hours on Wednesday. Both Jillian and Chuck, the two American staff at the mission 

house, were med-evacôed to the United States on Thursday and are at their homes in the Washington, DC area 

and Southbury, CT, respectively.  Dominique, who did not live at the mission house, has been left without a 

place to live, because his apartment building collapsed.  Food and water are scarce, he said. Although 

helicopters are now dropping food kits in the city, he said, fighting over the emergency packets sometimes 

breaks out.  The city is not safe at night, he added, and 95 percent of the homes are vacant because people go to 

camps for safety and sanitation.  Dominique said he has been in steady contact with Milor, a mission house staff 

member who also helped to free Jillian and Chuck.  Dominique has not been able to contact Enock Michele. 

Frantz Borno and Jean Marie Brutus, who both work on the grounds of the mission house, are alright. Jean-

Baptiste, the mission house manager, and his family are safe and uninjured. The conditions of about 140 other 

students in the education program (Tierney-Tobin Scholarship Program) were not available. All the students 

live in the neighborhood of Norwich Mission House and reside with their parents, relatives or friends. The 

program pays for their private school tuitions and their emergency medical care. (There is little public education 

in Haiti, so most education is through private schools.)  No updated report on the condition of mission house 

cook Lanitte Belledente was available. She also was rescued from the rubble of the mission house, and it has 

been reported that she had severe injuries to both of her legs. Dominique and others continue to search for her 

whereabouts. She was taken from the mission house grounds after her rescue for emergency medical treatment.  

A brother of Jean Andre Constant, who once taught Creole in Hartford, CT to people involved with Haitian 

Ministries' work, was killed in the earthquake, according to another email report on Sunday. Pierre Junior 

Constant was at his house in Port-au-Prince when it collapsed. (Jean Andre Constant is now living in the United 

States.)  Einstein Albert, a renowned Haitian craftsman who makes elegant wooden bowls, reported that he and 

his family are safe, according to an email he sent to Haiti's Back Porch. The non-profit shop in Middletown, CT 

sells his bowls and other art and crafts made by Haitians.  Port-au-Prince remains chaotic, Dominique said over 

the telephone on Sunday. While he lost all his possessions, Dominique was able to salvage the Land Cruiser at 

the mission house. He managed to find some gasoline and drove to the Dominican Republic in order to fill the 

tank. (One border crossing into the DR is under 60 miles from the city.).  Fuel and access to money in Port-au-

Prince are difficult, if not impossible, to find. The city's banks are down, as are many communication systems 

and electricity.

My dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

 The immigration issue is, undoubtedly, one of the most important social issues facing our country today.  It 
affects not only a few states along the border or the big cities, but it impacts virtually every community in our 
nation, including the parishes of our own Diocese of Norwich.  In the last twenty to thirty years both our country 
and our Church have experienced an unprecedented wave of immigration.  How that phenomenon is handled will 
determine what kind of nation ɀ and church - we will be in this twenty-first century.  As Congress readies itself to 
take up the debate on immigration reform, I urge you to join with Catholics and other people of good faith across 
this nation to stand in solidarity with our brothers and sisters who continue to live in the shadows, many of whom 
have been in this country for several years and are productive members of their civic and church communities.    
 

 A simple way to offer this support is by participating in the national postcard campaign, an initiative of the

is making available postcards to parishes as a tool to build support for immigration reform.  The goal of this 
initiative is to enhance the ability of the church community to advocate for immigration reform and to encourage 
our Federal officials to enact reform legislation as soon as possible. 
 
 In 2007, legislation failed because opponents contacted their legislators ten times more than proponents.  
In order for us to win passage of this legislation, proponents, including the Catholic community, must do a better 
job of generating grass roots support.  The purpose of the postcards is to provide a flood of support to the offices of 
our senators and representatives nationwide, to encourage them to work for comprehensive immigration reform.  
Since debate on this issue could be considered in Congress as early as February 2010, the next few weeks are 
crucial.  To that end, I have designated February 6-7, 2010 as Ȱsign-up week-endȱ for those wishing to participate 
in this campaign. 
 
 The present immigration system is severely broken and must be repaired.  How that is done will make all 
the difference for the future of this country and the Church.  Mass deportations or enforcement-only policies 
clearly contradict the teachings of our Lord himself, as they violate the integrity of our people and of this great 
nation.  Comprehensive immigration reform, one that looks at all aspects of the issue and strives to respond from a 
perspective of faith, is the only reform worthy of this great nation.  The contributions of immigrants are what have 
made America what it is today.  To abandon this legacy could change the character of our nation and dim our 
prospects for the future.  The challenge before this country is to preserve Americaȭs position as a beacon of hope 
and freedom to those in need.  The challenge before each of us as people of faith, as Catholic Christians, is to see the 
immigrant through the eyes of faith and so make reality in our lives the explicit teaching of Christ himself:  ȰI was a 
stranger and you welcomed meȱ (Mt. 25:35).  Jesus identified himself personally with the alien and challenged His 
followers to see Him in the stranger.  Our faith obliges us to meet that challenge.  May God bless each of you in this 
New Year.
